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Introduction 
The RTC, in collaboration with regional partners, stakeholders, and the community, is leading 
an initiative to design and reconstruct a safer, more resilient Lemmon Drive between Fleetwood 
Drive and Ramsey Way. The Lemmon Drive Traffic Improvements & Resiliency Project will 
assess the reconstruction of the roadway above the 100-year floodplain to enhance safety, 
connectivity, and resilience, particularly in adverse weather conditions and emergency events. 

The proposed Lemmon Drive will have two lanes of traffic, one in each direction, north of Palace 
Drive. Lemmon Drive between Fleetwood Drive and Patrician Drive will increase to two lanes in 
each direction to improve traffic operations. 

Community Benefits: 

• An elevated roadway to mitigate potential flooding impacts on the transportation network 
while allowing reliable access by residents and emergency services during weather 
events 

• Enhanced multimodal access (pedestrian, bicycle, and equestrian) 
• Enhanced walkway access from Lemmon Drive to Lemmon Valley Elementary School 
• Enhance safety for the traveling public by eliminating driveway access to Lemmon Drive 
• A substantial $50 million investment into the Lemmon Valley community 
• Operational improvements from Fleetwood Drive to Palace Drive 

The Lemmon Drive Traffic Improvements & Resiliency Project is a significant step toward 
creating a more resilient and safe Lemmon Drive, fostering a robust and secure transportation 
network. 

Project Timeline: 

The project is currently in the environmental and preliminary design phase, and the RTC is 
seeking comments on an alternative to be moved forward to be studied as part of the NEPA 
compliance review. Construction could begin as early as 2026. 

Meeting Purpose 
This meeting was the second public meeting for the project. It followed pop-up information 
events that took place virtually and in person on May 30, June 7, and June 11. It was an 
additional meeting added to increase opportunities for community input and information, and to 
collect feedback. The purpose of this public meeting was to showcase the project’s purpose and 
need while refining the proposed alternative and showing the community that their feedback 
from the first public meeting had been incorporated into the proposed project plans. The 
meeting also allowed an opportunity for the RTC to reconnect with project stakeholders and the 
public and to seek comments on the proposed alternative.  

Following Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and Nevada Department of Transportation 
(NDOT) public meeting requirements, meeting materials were available to the public and 
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comments were received for at least 30 days (33 total days). An in-person meeting was held 17 
days into the comment period as an additional participation opportunity.  

Meeting Logistics 
The Lemmon Drive Traffic Improvements & Resiliency Project Public Meeting was conducted 
both virtually at NorthValleysImprovements.com and in-person at Lemmon Valley Elementary 
School. 

Virtual Meeting 
The virtual meeting was available to the public for 33 days between August 5 and September 6, 
2024. Meeting material was published online through the project landing page on the RTC’s 
NorthValleysImprovements.com website (https://northvalleysimprovements.com/lemmon-drive-
improvements-and-resiliency-project/) and available in both English and Spanish.  

On the homepage of NorthValleysImprovements.com, a large button was dedicated to direct the 
community to the public information meeting, pictured below.

• Page 1: Public meeting home page with information about the virtual and in-person 
public meetings, project limits, and project information. This page also featured 
information about how to view public meeting materials in Spanish. At the bottom, 
contact information for the project manager and the public information officer was 
provided.  

• Page 2: About You – An opportunity to provide name, email, and demographic 
information was presented, along with the chance to sign up for future project-related 
emails.

After September 6, the public meeting button on the website homepage was removed and the 
public information meeting section was removed. The meeting materials were moved to the 
Presentations section of the project landing page so they could continue to be accessed by the 
community.

The virtual meeting included an entry-page voluntary screening form that collected demographic 
information. Virtual meeting visitors were not required to fill out the information before entering 
the virtual meeting, but some did. The form collected information from 20 meeting entrants. 8 
identified as “white – not of Hispanic origin,” one identified as “Hispanic or Latino,” and 11 
marked “prefer not to say.”  
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In-Person Meeting 
The in-person public information meeting was held on Wednesday, August 21, 2024, from 4:30 
to 7:30 p.m. The meeting was held at Lemmon Valley Elementary School, located at 255 W. 
Patrician Drive, Reno NV 89506. The location was within the project study limits. 

The meeting was conducted in an open house format with a brief presentation at 6:00 p.m. A 
formal Q&A session was held after the presentation. 

Upon entering, guests were asked to sign in and were provided with a packet that contained a 
welcome letter, project fact sheet, map, and a comment form. Packets were available in both 
English and Spanish. Copies of the sign-in sheets and packets are included in Appendix A. 

Representatives from the RTC, Washoe County, the City of Reno, NDOT, and CA Group were 
in attendance to help answer questions. A Spanish interpreter and a court reporter were also 
present at the meeting. The meeting was attended by 62 documented guests; however, some 
attendees did not choose to sign in. Approximately 70 people attended the meeting, including 
project team members.

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Public Comments 
Between the 33-day duration of the virtual meeting and the in-person public information 
meeting, the project team received 36 public comments.  

Eight comments were submitted through the virtual public meeting comment form, 14 written 
comments were submitted via the in-person comment form at the meeting or mailed in following 
the meeting, and the court reporter collected another 2 comments at the in-person meeting, 
along with 12 comments in the Q&A session of the meeting, for a total of 36 comments.  

Major topics of interest include: 

• 15 comments – Concerns about birds and wildlife and the impact of moving the road 
closer to the lake 

• 8 comments - Concerns about increased roadway runoff pollution into Swan Lake 
• 6 comments - Concerns about the potential for increased traffic/speeding concerns

• 4 comments - Comments expressing approval for the proposal/thrilled with project 
• 3 comments – Concerns about road maintenance, snow plowing responsibilities  
• 3 comments – Concerns about reduced access from side streets to Lemmon Dr. 
• 2 comments - Requests for wildlife viewing opportunities/turnouts  
• 2 comments - Likes adding pedestrian safety options along Lemmon Dr. and for school 

access 
• 2 comments - Concern about fire station access

¿Por qué es necesaria una nueva carretera?
Durante posibles inundaciones futuras, es 
importante tener un acceso confiable a los 
vecindarios de nuestra comunidad. El objetivo de 
la RTC es construir una carretera segura sobre 
la llanura aluvial de 100 años para garantizar 
que, cuando vuelva a inundarse, los vecindarios 
sigan siendo accesibles desde Lemmon Drive. 
La imagen adyacente muestra la llanura aluvial 
con la carretera propuesta con berma natural aún 
accesible durante una inundación.

¿Por dónde iría la nueva carretera?
Este proyecto realinearía una parte de Lemmon Drive 
desde su ubicación actual más al oeste y la colocaría 
sobre el terraplén existente cerca de Swan Lake. El 
cambio comenzaría cerca de la intersección de Deodar 
Way/Lemmon Drive y continuaría hasta la intersección 
de Pompe Way/Lemmon Drive. Una alineación 
de terraplén existente significa que la carretera se 
construiría sobre un terreno elevado existente que se 
fusiona con el paisaje natural.

Un ejemplo de una carretera construida sobre un 
terraplén en nuestra comunidad sería Veterans 
Parkway entre Sparks Boulevard y South Meadows 
Parkway, también conocida como SouthEast 
Connector.

¿Por qué no se puede levantar Lemmon Drive en su ubicación actual?
La elevación de la alineación actual de Lemmon Drive se evaluó al principio del proceso de desarrollo de alternativas, pero 
se eliminó de la consideración posterior debido a los impactos adicionales en la mitigación de inundaciones y los costos. 
En respuesta a los comentarios recibidos de la comunidad, el equipo del proyecto revisó la elevación de la alineación 
actual de Lemmon Drive. Para permanecer por encima de la llanura aluvial, la actual Lemmon Drive necesitaría elevarse 
aproximadamente de 2 a 10 pies. Esto afectaría a las propiedades cercanas a Lemmon Drive porque sus caminos de 
acceso necesitarían ajustarse a una pendiente adecuada y podría resultar en posibles impactos en el derecho de paso. 
Además, construir el proyecto mientras se mantiene el tráfico en la carretera sería muy difícil y costoso, y la duración de 
la construcción sería más larga que la Alternativa de construcción propuesta. La elevación de Lemmon Drive existente 
también tendría impactos significativos en el drenaje, lo que resultaría en necesidades de mitigación adicionales 
entre Oregon Boulevard y Waterash Street, lo que requeriría una mitigación de movimiento de tierras volumétrico 
aproximadamente 10 veces mayor que la Alternativa de construcción propuesta.

Preocupaciones adicionales
Acceso: Escuchamos las inquietudes sobre el acceso y revisamos la alineación propuesta de la berma para incluir 
la extensión de Arizona Street para conectar con la nueva Lemmon Drive. Además, la Lemmon Drive existente entre 
Waterash Street y Chickadee Drive se reconstruiría como una vía de acceso. Se evaluó una conexión con Nectar Street, 
pero no está incluida. Las conversaciones con el Distrito de Protección contra Incendios de Truckee Meadows indican 
que la Estación Nectar es una estación de voluntarios que se usa solo para incendios forestales. Los servicios de 
emergencia se brindan desde la Estación Stead y los tiempos de respuesta de emergencia no se verían afectados. Los 
residentes que actualmente usan Nectar Street para acceder a sus hogares usarían Arkansas Drive o Chickadee Drive. 
Desvío de tráfico: El equipo del proyecto analizó cómo se puede desviar el tráfico para obtener una perspectiva 
del cambio en los volúmenes de tráfico a lo largo de las carreteras que mantendrían el acceso a Lemmon Drive. La 
evaluación arrojó los siguientes resultados para el tráfico adicional en el período pico de la tarde actual (de 4 a 6 p.m.).

Pregunta de la comunidad: Mover la carretera más cerca de Swan Lake no tiene 
sentido, ¿no significaría eso que aumentaría el riesgo de inundaciones?
La reubicación de Lemmon Drive en un terreno existente más alto, más cerca del lago Swan, hará que la nueva Lemmon 
Drive sea más alta que la carretera actual y que esté por encima del nivel de inundación de 100 años. La construcción 
de carreteras en suelos pobres relacionados con lechos de lagos secos no es poco común. Es posible que se requieran 
recomendaciones y diseños geotécnicos especiales, como la mezcla de suelos o el uso de materiales geotécnicos 
diseñados. Se realizará una exploración geotécnica extensa y detallada una vez que se reciban las autorizaciones 
ambientales iniciales (prevista para el otoño de 2024).

Capacidad: Hemos escuchado inquietudes sobre el deseo de agregar más carriles a Lemmon Drive. La evaluación 
del proyecto incluye la realización de pronósticos de tráfico hasta el año 2050 basados ​​en el uso de la tierra propuesto 
actualmente y el modelo de crecimiento general del condado de Washoe. Esta evaluación muestra que solo se necesita 
un carril en cada dirección para cumplir con los estándares aceptables de operación de tráfico. Agregar carriles adicionales 
injustificados podría resultar en circunstancias indeseables, como velocidades promedio más altas de los vehículos.
Respuesta de emergencia: Hemos escuchado inquietudes sobre el hecho de que cambiar la ubicación de 
Lemmon Drive alteraría los tiempos de respuesta de emergencia desde la estación de bomberos en Nectar Street y 
hacia los vecindarios. El Distrito de Protección contra Incendios de Truckee Meadows nos ha asegurado que todos los 
servicios médicos de emergencia y los equipos de respuesta a incendios estructurales se envían desde la estación de 
bomberos de Stead.

Seguridad: Hemos escuchado inquietudes sobre el exceso de velocidad. No hay planes para cambiar los límites 
de velocidad. También hemos escuchado inquietudes sobre la construcción de la carretera como una autopista. Ese 
no es el plan. La carretera seguiría el terraplén existente. Tendría arcenes pavimentados que se proyecta que tengan 
aproximadamente seis pies de ancho a cada lado, junto con un arcén de grava de trece pies de ancho a cada lado 
de la carretera. La carretera propuesta cumpliría o superaría los estándares nacionales de seguridad.

Comentario de la comunidad: ¡Este proyecto aumentará las inundaciones!

El proyecto Lemmon Drive no cambiaría los niveles ni los límites de inundación. El proyecto es necesario para brindar 
un acceso seguro y confiable a la comunidad durante las inundaciones y un mejor acceso para que las agencias locales 
aborden los problemas relacionados con las inundaciones. El diseño del proyecto se ajustará a la Sección 110, Artículo 
438, Peligros de inundación del Código de desarrollo del condado de Washoe. El proyecto no tendría impactos adversos 
en la llanura aluvial de 100 años de FEMA. El proyecto permitiría al condado de Washoe concentrar recursos en mitigar 
las inundaciones en propiedades privadas durante las inundaciones.

Comentario de la comunidad: Este proyecto se está llevando a cabo para 
permitir un mayor desarrollo en nuestra comunidad que no queremos. 
Prado Ranch debería pagar por este proyecto. El traslado de la carretera 
abre más terreno para el desarrollo.
RTC no controla la zonificación, el desarrollo ni los derechos de uso. La reorientación de Lemmon Drive requeriría 
la adquisición de una propiedad privada de un importante desarrollador de la zona; sin embargo, el proyecto no se 
está modificando para satisfacer sus necesidades.

Impactos ambientales: Hemos escuchado inquietudes sobre los impactos ambientales en Swan Lake y la reserva 
natural, incluidas inquietudes sobre las aves acuáticas y otras aves. También hemos escuchado inquietudes sobre la 
posible contaminación existente del suelo y el agua en Swan Lake. Como parte del proceso de la Ley Nacional de Política 
Ambiental (NEPA), RTC está evaluando los posibles impactos del proyecto. RTC está consultando con el Servicio de Pesca 
y Vida Silvestre de los Estados Unidos (USFWS) con respecto a las aves migratorias. El proyecto evitará los impactos en 
las aves migratorias programando actividades de construcción que alteren el suelo fuera de la temporada de anidación. 
Se preparará una evaluación inicial del sitio que documentará los posibles sitios de contaminación y la probabilidad de 
encontrar contaminación durante la construcción y, si corresponde, se identificarán estrategias de mitigación.

The Lemmon Drive Traffic Improvements 
& Resiliency Project aims to realign and 
reconstruct the roadway above the 100-
year floodplain, ensuring safety and 
connectivity. The project proposes to 
realign a portion of Lemmon Drive from 
its existing location to the west over the 
existing berm along Swan Lake. The berm 
alignment would elevate the roadway 
and allow equalization of floodwaters 
to either side that would help maintain 
neighborhood access during extreme 
weather events. The project would not 
increase flooding, but would increase 
safety and mobility of the community 
during flood events by ensuring an 
accessible roadway. 

The RTC is in the preliminary design 
and environmental clearance phase 
and seeking public input. No decisions 
have been made at this time.

Why is a new roadway needed?
During potential future flooding events, it is 
important to have reliable access to neighborhoods 
in our community. The RTC’s goal is to construct 
a safe roadway above the 100-year floodplain to 
ensure that when it floods again, neighborhoods 
are still accessible from Lemmon Drive. The 
adjacent image shows the floodplain with the 
proposed natural berm roadway still accessible 
during a flood event.

Where would the new roadway go?
This project would realign a portion of Lemmon Drive 
from its existing location further west and place it over 
the existing berm near Swan Lake. The shift would 
begin near the intersection of Deodar Way/Lemmon 
Drive and continue to the intersection of Pompe Way/
Lemmon Drive. An existing berm alignment means that 
the road would be built on existing elevated land that 
blends with the naturally occurring landscape. 

An example of a road built on a berm in our community 
would be Veterans Parkway between Sparks Boulevard 
and South Meadows Parkway, also known as the 
SouthEast Connector.

Why can’t Lemmon Drive just be raised in its current location?
Raising the existing Lemmon Drive alignment was evaluated early in the alternatives development process but 
eliminated from further consideration due to the additional impacts to flood mitigation and costs. In response to 
comments received from the community, the project team revisted raising the existing Lemmon Drive alignment. 
To stay above the floodplain, the current Lemmon Drive would need to be raised approximately 2 feet to 10 
feet. This would affect properties next to Lemmon Drive because their driveways would need to be adjusted to 
a suitable slope and could result in potential right-of-way impacts. Additionally, constructing the project while 
maintaining traffic on the roadway would be very difficult and expensive, and construction duration would be 
longer than the Proposed Build Alternative. Raising existing Lemmon Drive would also have siginificant drainage 
impacts resulting in additional mitigation needs between Oregon Boulevard and Waterash Street, requiring 
approximately 10 times greater volumetric earthwork mitigation than the Proposed Build Alternative.

Additional Concerns
Access: We heard concerns about access and revised the proposed Berm Alignment to include extending 
Arizona Street to connect with the new Lemmon Drive. Additionally, existing Lemmon Drive between 
Waterash Street to Chickadee Drive would be reconstructed as a frontage road. A connection to Nectar 
Street was evaluated but is not included. Discussions with the Truckee Meadows Fire Protection District 
indicates that the Nectar Station is a volunteer station used only for wildfire events. Emergency services are 
provided from the Stead Station and those emergency response times would not be impacted. Residents 
who currently use Nectar Street to access their homes would use Arkansas Drive or Chickadee Drive.

Traffic Rerouting: The project team looked at how traffic rerouting may occur to gain a perspective on 
the change in traffic volumes along the roads that would maintain access to Lemmon Drive. The evaluation 
resulted in the following results for additional traffic in the existing afternoon peak period (4-6 pm).

Community Question: Moving the roadway closer to Swan Lake 
doesn’t make sense, wouldn’t that mean it would increase the chance 
of flooding?
Relocating Lemmon Drive to higher existing ground closer to Swan Lake will make the new Lemmon Drive 
higher than the current roadway and above the 100-year flood level. Constructing roads on poor soils related to 
dry lake beds is not uncommon. Special geotechnical design and recommendations may be required such as 
soil-mixing or use of engineered geotechnical materials. An extensive and detailed geotechnical exploration will 
be conducted once initial environmental clearances are received (anticipated fall 2024). 

Capacity: We heard concerns about the desire to add more lanes to Lemmon Drive. The project 
evaluation includes conducting traffic forecasts out to the year 2050 based on current proposed land 
use and overall Washoe County growth model. This evaluation shows only one lane in each direction is 
needed to meet acceptable traffic operation standards. Adding unwarranted additional lanes could result in 
undesirable circumstances such as higher average vehicle speeds.

Emergency Response: We heard concerns that changing the location of Lemmon Drive would alter 
the emergency-response times from the fire station on Nectar Street and to the neighborhoods. Truckee 
Meadows Fire Protection District has assured us that all emergency medical services and structural fire 
response responders are dispatched from the Stead Fire Station.

Safety: We heard concerns about speeding. There are no plans to change the speed limits. We also 
heard concerns that the roadway would be constructed like a freeway. That is not the plan. The roadway 
would follow the existing berm. It would have paved shoulders that are projected to be about six-feet-wide 
on each side, along with a thirteen-foot-wide gravel shoulder on each side of the road. The proposed 
roadway would meet or exceed national safety standards.

Community Comment: This project is going to increase flooding! 
Lemmon Drive project would not change flood elevations or limits. The project is needed to provide safe 
and reliable access to the community during flooding events and better access for local agencies to address 
flooding issues. Project design will conform to Section 110, Article 438 Flood Hazards in the Washoe County 
Development Code. The project would have no adverse impacts to the 100-year FEMA floodplain. The project 
would enable Washoe County to focus resources on mitigating flooding on private property during flood events.

Community Comment: This project is being done to allow more 
development in our community that we do not want. Prado Ranch 
should be paying for this project. Moving the road opens up more land 
for development.
RTC does not control zoning, development, or entitlements. The realigned Lemmon Drive would require 
acquisition of private property from a major developer in the area, however, the project is not being altered 
to accommodate their needs. The land acquired would be used for flood mitigation basins and could not be 
developed in the future.

Environmental Impacts: We heard concerns about environmental impacts on Swan Lake and the 
nature preserve, including concerns about waterfowl and other birds. We also heard concerns about the 
potential existing contamination of the soil and water at Swan Lake. As part of the National Environmental 
Policy Act (NEPA) process, RTC is evaluating potential impacts of the project. RTC is consulting with 
the US Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) regarding migratory birds. The project will avoid impacts to 
migratory birds by scheduling ground-disturbing construction activities outside the nesting season. An 
Initial Site Assessment will be prepared that will document potential sites of contamination and likelihood of 
encountering contamination during construction, and if applicable, mitigation strategies will be identified.

6           MR. FINLEY:  The questions I have, or the

7 comments are how much will Lemmon Drive alignment

8 cost in total?  What would be the cost to simply

9 repave Lemmon Drive and keep in its current

10 condition?  What would be the cost, say, for

11 homeowners in the 100-year floodplain if it didn't

12 flood more than once every 100 years?  And then what

13 entities are responsible for maintaining Lemmon

14 Drive with where you are seeking to realign it?

15 What entities will be responsible for maintaining

17           MS. LOKKE:  Michelle Lokke, I live at 219

18 Oregon Boulevard.

19           My concern is for the five of lanes of

20 traffic that the elementary school kids are going to

21 have to cross when they make that four lanes here on

22 Lemmon.

23           My other concern is when they try to widen

24 Patrician from Lemmon to the school, they said they

25 would put sidewalks, if there will still be room
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1 for, like, our kiss-and-go traffic, sometimes it

2 backs up, so are they taking consideration of that?

3           MR. MacEACHEN:  I invite everyone to take

4 seats, and we will start with introductions.

5                     PRESENTATION

6           MS. CALLELEGERI:  Good evening, everyone.

7 My name is Amanda Callelegeri, RTC Engineering

8 Manager.  I want to thank you all for coming

10           The purpose of this project and our main

11 focus is to touch on a lot of concerns and comments

12 that the community brought forth at our first public

13 meeting for this project.  We have a lot of

14 responses to your guys' comments and questions.

1 the project manager for the Lemmon Drive project.

2           Tonight, Chad and I are going to go

3 through a presentation.  At the end, we will have it

4 open for questions and comments.  After that, if

5 there's any time left, you will still have an

6 opportunity to go and look at any exhibits or have

7 more discussion.

8           For our agenda tonight, we're going to go

9 over the study area, the purpose and need of this

10 project, some of the responses to the general

11 comments we received in February at our first public

12 meeting, the alternative analysis, the proposed

13 build alternative, how we're going to go through the

14 study process, and then, of course, the next steps

15 and any feedback.

16           The study area for this project, it's kind

17 of highlighted in this image with the hatched area,

18 the project limits go from Lemmon Drive to Fleetwood

19 Drive out to Ramsey Way.  We are going to be doing

20 some pedestrian improvements along Patrician Drive

21 to this elementary school.

22           NEPA.  What is NEPA?  NEPA is National

23 Environmental Policy Act that requires federal

24 agencies to assess the environmental affects of the

25 proposed actions before make decisions.  With $29
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1 million of federal funds on this project, we will be

2 using the NEPA process to complete all the required

3 studies and engagement for public involvement.

4           The need of this project.  As many of you

5 are familiar, the storm of 2017 flooded Lemmon

6 Drive, which limited the access for emergency

7 services and residents.

8           MR. KALIAS:  Excuse me.  That's not what

9 happened.

10           MR. BYRNE:  If you could hold public

11 comment for the end, that would be great.  Thank

12 you.

13           MR. KALIAS:  You need to look at the court

14 --

15           MR. BYRNE:  In addition, Washoe County

16 continues to expand financial resources on

17 monitoring and controlling the flooding, which is

18 not a long-term solution.

19           And lastly, the North Valley's

20 transportation study that was evaluated, we've

21 identified some multi-modal enhancements as a

22 community need.

23           The purpose of this project is to provide

24 a safe and reliable road that maintains at least one

25 dry lane in each direction during a 100-year flood
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1 zone.  It's also to provide safe access for all

2 moble users.  It is to reconstruct Lemmon Drive to

3 current design standards, and reduce the maintenance

4 cost and burdens on a county and city during flood

5 events.

6           What has been going on since our first

7 public meeting in February?  The team has been

8 working hard on trying to evaluate and look into

9 your concerns and comments.  We've conducted

10 additional evaluations of raising existing Lemmon

11 Drive.  We've evaluated increasing access points and

12 routes and studied the impacts of traffic.  We've

13 continued the coordination and research and

14 discussions regarding PFAFS.  We continue overall

15 environmental evaluation on the project.  And we're

16 continuing to work on obtaining environmental

17 clearance, keeping our geotechnical activities.

18           We've also provided additional outreach

19 through pop-ups.  I've seen some familiar faces that

20 came out to those.  Thank you for attending.  We've

21 been trying to engage with the public through this

22 process.

23           Kind of the first public comment that we

24 received, just the general topics that we collected,

25 and Chad and I are going to go over these questions
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1 and comments that you have, give a brief description

2 in response to them.  These are outlined in the

3 handouts, and they will also all be implemented into

4 a document that is going to be drafted in spring of

5 2025.

6           The first comment is the project is going

7 to increase flooding.

8           This project will not change the flood

9 elevation or limits, and will conform with the new

10 Section 110, Article 438, flood hazards of the

11 Washoe County code, which will mitigate 1.3 cubic

12 yards of excavation for every 1 cubic yard of fill

13 placed within the floodplain.  In addition, we will

14 design and construct drainage holders to replicate

15 the existing conditions of the water moving on each

16 side of the berm.

17           Our next public comment was the project is

18 being done to allow more development in our

19 community.

20           This is project does not provide

21 additional land for development.  RTC does not

22 control the development or entitlements, as that is

23 regulated by Washoe County.  This project is a need

24 for the community, and a maintenance and operation

25 priority regardless of potential future development,
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1 which is why the project is proposed.

2           Our next public comment was moving the

3 roadway closer to Swan Lake doesn't make sense.

4 Wouldn't that mean it would increase the chance of

5 flooding?

6           Moving the road to a higher elevation will

7 get the road out of the 100-year flood elevation and

8 above existing Lemmon Drive.  With this, the project

9 will have no adverse impacts to the accepted

10 100-year FEMA floodplain.  As mentioned before, RTC

11 will follow the requirements outlined in the Washoe

12 County code for flood mitigation.

13           With that, I'm going to hand it over to

14 Chad to go through a couple more of the responses.

15           MR. ANSON:  Thank you, Bryan.

16           One of to other general area of comments

17 was based on environmental area around here.  One of

18 those being the water fowl, migratory birds that are

19 out there.

20           As far as our NEPA process, our team's

21 been in consultation with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife

22 Service, NDOW, NDOT, regarding this specific topic.

23 We do know there is some migratory bird nesting

24 season that will run approximately from March 3rd to

25 July 31st.  We will be placing constraints on the
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1 contractors to not disturb those nests during their

2 construction activities.  There will be monitoring

3 of activities going on to ensure that the nesting

4 birds are not disturbed, and we're in compliance

5 with all Fish and Wildlife requirements.

6           The other concern was about contamination

7 in the soil in the area.  We are -- as part of the

8 NEPA process, we are required to review the

9 hazardous materials in the area which could impact

10 or be disturbed by the project.  And any

11 requirements, we will follow all regulatory

12 requirements, whether federal, state, or local, to

13 ensure that we are providing a safe community for

14 the community in the long term, but also our

15 construction workers while they are out here

16 building the project.

17           One question we had is on additional

18 capacity.  As the project is now, we will have two

19 lanes going to south of Deodor, and then going to

20 one lane each direction like it is today, north of

21 Deodor.

22           There were comments of would we provide an

23 additional lane in each direction in that area.  As

24 part of our NEPA process, we are required to utilize

25 the 2050 long-term Regional Transportation Plan that
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1 RTC and the county accept.  Based on that, an extra

2 lane in each direction is not warranted.  And by

3 providing additional lanes that aren't warranted, we

4 would actually probably be encouraging higher speeds

5 along the corridor, which is of concern right now,

6 just because it's a wider area, people would feel

7 safer going faster, and most likely make poor

8 decisions in terms of passing in some cases.

9           One of the big ones we looked into,

10 definitely diving into for some detail, is the need

11 for more access.  We definitely heard that in the

12 first public meeting, and went back to the drawing

13 board a little bit to see where we could find a

14 balance.  Every T intersection provides nine

15 conflict points, so that's nine potential wrecks or

16 crashes that can occur.

17           With that, we did decide that we would

18 extend Arizona Street out to the new Lemmon Drive to

19 provide one more additional access point for the

20 neighborhood in the north.

21           (Applause.)

22           MR. ANSON:  We are also, if you remember

23 from the first public meeting, Lemmon Drive from,

24 basically, Waterash to Chickadee was being removed.

25 We are going to, basically, reconstruct Lemmon Drive
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1 now from pretty much Oregon Street to Chickadee, and

2 have that be a frontage road and access point for

3 folks so when you come out of the northern

4 neighborhood and come down to the existing Lemmon as

5 you do today, and then you can either go to Arizona

6 or down to Chickadee and get on there to access the

7 new Lemmon Drive up there.

8           We are -- the existing Lemmon Drive,

9 because of the main utility reasons out there, but

10 also some other concerns we heard, we are going to

11 keep that right-of-way within county jurisdiction,

12 that will not be sold off or auctioned of.  It will

13 be converted to utility and emergency access.  There

14 are large water lines in the alignment that we do

15 not want to move.  And also be looking at providing

16 emergency -- having that as emergency access route

17 that could serve as an alternate potential for

18 raising Lemmon Drive.

19           One of the other concerns we've heard

20 because of taking away some of the access was

21 potential EMS response times.  We've met with

22 Truckee Meadows Fire District on that, and basically

23 the fire station at Nectar is a wildfire station, so

24 no EMS or no emergency fire or services come out of

25 the fire station.  All those come out of the Stead
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1 area.

2           So any work we're doing on the Lemmon

3 Drive will not affect your EMT services to your

4 home, or in the case of a structural fire, they will

5 still get there the way they do now.  And one of the

6 reasons we did the fire access also along existing

7 Lemmon was so those wildfire folks could get out if

8 for some reason Chesapeake was closed down, or

9 whatever reason that may be.

10           At the end of the day, we did definitely

11 confirm with Truckee Meadows, the experts as far as

12 emergency response, there would be no impact to

13 response times.

14           One of the concerns, especially in some of

15 those neighborhoods, we were alternating some of the

16 access with the additional traffic out there.  We

17 did go and look at how that could be affected.  I'm

18 trying to predict human behavior on how they're

19 going to access roads.  It's sometimes challenging,

20 but we definitely put some logic behind how traffic

21 may now be diverted to some of the new access points

22 at Arizona, Chickadee, Arkansas, and even Oregon.

23           What we found is in the peak hours --

24 usually the highest hours of traffic are between

25 4:00 and 6:00 p.m. in the afternoon.  What we found
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1 is, looking at all the existing parcels and

2 residences out there, that those cross streets would

3 see about one to two vehicles per minute in the

4 peak hour increase in traffic out there.

5           There is going to be an increase of those

6 cross streets, but either way, for example at

7 Arizona Street, you would have that traffic at that

8 intersection, whether it's on Lemmon or Arizona, you

9 would still have that traffic there if we did

10 nothing because it's a T intersection, so the

11 traffic's coming through that area regardless.

12           Some of the folks that will benefit will

13 be definitely the Waterash Street area.  Right now,

14 a lot of the Matterhorn traffic goes up Waterash to

15 get to Matterhorn to continue north.  With the new

16 Tupelo connection that you see right above the 1363,

17 that provides a direct connection from Lemmon Drive,

18 Chickadee, up to Matterhorn, and should eliminate a

19 lot of the Matterhorn traffic from using Waterash

20 because it's no longer the easy access point onto

21 Matterhorn.

22           (Applause.)

23           MR. ANSON:  For the record, someone

24 clapped.

1           MR. ANSON:  The other big one we got was

2 exiting Lemmon Drive, why can't we just raise the

3 existing Lemmon Drive out there?

4           Early on in the process several years ago,

5 they looked at that.  We definitely heard the

6 concerns.  We wanted to take another look at it and

7 really dive into it maybe a little bit more, see why

8 and justify why we couldn't do it.  Or if we could

9 do it, let's go that way.  What we found is there

10 were several key concerns of raising the existing

11 Lemmon Drive.

12           Right away, we would have to probably have

13 some more right-of-way for some local residents,

14 mainly that northern area, where we would have to

15 raise Lemmon Drive approximately five to seven feet

16 to get it out of a floodplain, especially near Idaho

17 Street, because that's really the low point of this

18 whole valley.

19           A lot of you folks at the front Lemmon

20 Drive on that north area, your driveways would go

21 from relatively flat to about ten percent grades

22 going up to Lemmon Drive.

23           Also with that, raising Lemmon Drive,

24 especially that northern neighborhood area between

25 Waterash and Organ, would actually create a levy, a
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1 five- to seven-foot levy.  So that really makes it

2 hard to capture the water coming down from the north

3 side and properly getting underneath and not

4 creating flood impacts.  It was a significant

5 flooding concern that anything could be mitigated,

6 but it would be very expensive and very problematic

7 to do that mitigation out there.

8           Also, going along existing Lemmon Drive

9 and raising it would create about 1.6 miles of

10 additional mitigation of embankment we would do,

11 which results in about 100,000 cubic yards of extra

12 material we would have to excavate in order to

13 mitigate that out there.

14           And probably the one that would be a short

15 term but very problematic for folks would be

16 actually building it.  We have a limited

17 right-of-way there, and to raise Lemmon Drive five

18 to seven feet and try to keep existing Lemmon Drive

19 open at the same time would not work out well.  It

20 would be down to one lane, it would be very

21 difficult and very -- we'd have you all very upset

22 with how long it would be taking you to get to work

23 with that.  A lot of problematic areas, but really a

24 very significant one when we start talking about the

25 potential for flooding and the ability to mitigate
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1 any impacts on the flooding side.

2           What do we have, where are we at now,

3 what's it look like, what are these change you're

4 talking about?

5           Here you have it, you can see Lemmon Drive

6 kind of coming up from Fleetwood existing on the

7 existing alignment, you get to Deodor.  Shortly

8 after Deodor, we veer off onto the existing berm

9 area.  We are not on top of the berm, we're actually

10 a little bit east of the top of the berm.

11           As you can see in the exhibits, this

12 hashed area is the flood zone, 100-year flood area,

13 so by going up on that existing berm, we actually

14 get the roadway outside the existing flood zone, as

15 you can see here.  It also gets significantly

16 outside the existing flood zone.

17           I've heard some comments of, well, what if

18 it's more than a hundred year?

19           Definitely in the southern and northern

20 areas where it's -- we are in the flood zone, we're

21 getting outside the longest-existing berm, it's well

22 above the existing flood zone out in that area.

23           I also mentioned, we added the access at

24 Arizona Street now.  That will extend Arizona Street

25 down to Lemmon Drive.
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1           We have added the Lemmon Drive frontage

2 from Arizona to Chickadee, so now you have some

3 options of how to get out of there.

4           The green dots or green boxes you see

5 there are the proposed mitigation basins that we're

6 looking at.  Very early in the process of how big

7 those have to be, but those will be complying with

8 Washoe County Development Code that recently got

9 passed, and it's the mitigation of 1.3 cubic yards

10 that we have to take out for every yard we put into

11 this flood zone.  And it has to be in the same flood

12 zone, we just can't go dig another hole somewhere

13 over at Silver Lake and call it good.  It has to be

14 within the Swan Lake floodplain out there.

15           As far as the speed limits, they are going

16 to stay as they are today.  It will be 35 miles an

17 hour south of Deodor, 45 north of Deodor.  When we

18 start talking about the roadway cross section out

19 there, you will have one lane each direction, you

20 will have left turns.  We are looking at the center

21 meeting of how best to treat that and make it safer

22 for folks in the area.

23           On the outside of the embankments, you

24 will have a six-foot, paved shoulder right next to

25 your travel lane, and then you're going to have also
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1 another 13 feet of gravel shoulder that will be

2 nice, smooth gravel.  If you do have a breakdown,

3 you do have a horse trailer that you have a flat

4 tire on, you can safely pull off the road, you can

5 get out of the way of traffic.  It's not the

6 two-foot shoulder that goes right into weeds and

7 some muck, so there is some room there for, A, if

8 you do have a breakdown you can get outside of

9 traffic, or to, just for whatever reason, you kind

10 of swerve off the road, you're not going into the

11 ditch immediately.  We do have some area to correct

12 your actions there.

13           As far as commuter times and how much

14 we're extending your commute, looking at -- even

15 though we're moving it to the east, it's really less

16 than one minute of impact to your travel time to get

17 back to where you would have been currently out

18 there.

19           As far as emergency evacuation

20 constraints, it would be the same as it is today.

21 You have one lane in each two-lane road to evacuate

22 out of the north, you're still going to have a

23 two-lane road to get out of the north, plus we will

24 have a separate emergency access point that would be

25 used in that emergency.

1           And Lemmon Drive is not your only way out

2 if you're in an emergency event.  You have

3 (inaudible) Road in a severe situation, you would

4 have Chickadee to get out.  You could get out

5 through Lemmon if something came from the south.

6 There are other routes to get out, especially if it

7 was at that point it was life or death, there's some

8 ways to get out, very similar to what they are

9 today.

10           What are the next steps?  As you can see,

11 we're just wrapping up our analysis and NEPA

12 studies.  We're moving on to preparing our

13 environmental document over the next several months.

14 We will be wrapping up our NEPA technical studies.

15 That would be the hazardous materials, the

16 biological assessment.  We have done noise studies,

17 which there are no sound walls being proposed.  I

18 know that was a relief for some folks I talked to

19 earlier tonight.

20           As we prepare that environmental document,

21 it will then be submitted to various federal

22 agencies.  We do have cooperating agencies which

23 review the document, they provide comments on it,

24 even before we release it to the public.  Some of

25 those are very important agencies, such as the EPA,
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1 making sure we are complaint with hazardous material

2 regulations out there.

3           That process, we will get to where we

4 release our environmental assessment, that brown,

5 March of next year, spring of next year, that will

6 go out for pubic review.

7           As we wrap that up, we then go into

8 finalize that document in which we're hoping to have

9 full NEPA clearance towards the end of July 2025.

10 What that does for the project, it allows us to be

11 given any right-of-way acquisition.  We do,

12 obviously, have some right-of-way acquisitions since

13 we're realigning Lemmon Drive here, so it allows

14 that process to begin.

15           At that point, the goal is to be ready to

16 go to construction at the end of July of 2026, which

17 will coincide with that nesting season for the

18 migratory birds, to allow that.  The goal is to

19 start right after that migratory bird session.  We

20 can get out and do a lot of the disturbance during

21 the late fall, late summer/early fall, that way when

22 the migratory bird season comes back into affect in

23 March, a lot of our ground disturbance activity

24 where you have a lot of the issues have already been

25 cleared, there's good soil down, so it helps us
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1 mitigate that effort with the migratory birds and

2 potentials for disrupting the nests.

3           With that, I will invite Josh up here to

4 let you know how you can provide comments, both

5 tonight and just overall, over our public comment

6 period.

7           MR. MacEACHEN:  Thank you very much,

8 gentlemen.

9           I have two very talented professionals

10 next to me.  One of the things we want to go over is

11 the:  How do I provide a comment?

12           You can fill out a comment form, some of

13 you already have.  I know that Susie has hers

14 already done.  You can submit your comment form by

15 mail or you can by email to Bryan.  All of this

16 information is also on the project website.  We are

17 also accepting comments until 5:00 p.m. on September

18 6th.  Northvalleysimprovements.com website is the

19 easiest way to get ahold of us.  If you have public

20 comment this evening -- I'm going to hand this mic

21 over to you gentlemen to answer any technical

22 questions and make sure that mic works.

23           If you guys would like to do public

24 comment in person, just line up right behind the mic

25 stand, and we're ready to go.  There is a

2                  PUBLIC COMMENT/Q&A

3           MR. KALIAS:  Danny Kalias, 51-year

4 resident out here.

5           If you took this water bottle, cut the top

6 off and had another water bottle and poured it,

7 that's exactly what you are doing out here.  The one

8 that the top is cut off, that what we have now.  The

9 one that you're doing this, it's like this.  Just

10 like NDOT is doing with the freeway.  They're taking

11 away a offramp, a offramp, and we're going to have a

12 lot of truck traffic at other ones.  If they miss

13 their first exit, they're going to have to come to

14 Lemmon Drive.

15           Now, that's the stupidest thing I've ever

16 heard, just like your guys' idea.

17           Another thing, you have to go through that

18 developer out there, what's his name, the one that

19 you have to buy land from?  You have to do the same

20 thing -- Lancey.  You'd have to do the same thing.

21           If you left Lemmon Drive where it is and

22 went east with your street, you don't have to mess

23 with anything from TMWA, AT&T, all their

24 fiberoptics, all the gas lines, you don't have to

25 mess with that stuff.  All you have to do is move
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1 east.  You would have plenty of room to do more than

2 what you're doing up there.

3           Another thing, silt.  You still haven't

4 addressed the issue of silt.

5           Another thing, you haven't addressed all

6 the pea fuzz, all the sewage, and everything else

7 that's been in that area.

8           Another thing, you keep on saying you have

9 to raise it seven feet.  I'll tell you what, at

10 Idaho and Lemmon when it flooded in 2017, there was

11 only 50 feet of that area that was under water.

12 Everything else was dry, all the way to Nectar.

13           Another thing, you're taking Nectar away

14 still.  There's a horse arena out there.

15 Everybody's going to have to go past that and then

16 come back to the horse arena?  That's retarded too.

17 That's taking more away from our community.

18           And for your emergency services, 45

19 minutes to come to my house to get a sagebrush fire

20 out and then have the guys sit in the truck watching

21 teenagers put it out with a hose is not safe.  And I

22 filed a complaint and it got put in the garbage.

23           Now, when the police do show up, might be

24 one, two, five hours later, how good is that?

25 That's BS.
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1           You guys are making a mess out of this,

2 just like NDOT's making a mess out of the freeway.

3 Knock it off.  You're taking away roads that we

4 need.  We need.  You guys don't live out here.  We

5 do.

6           And your traffic study, I don't know who

7 in the hell did that, but they're fucking dumb as a

8 box of rocks, because traffic starts at 2:30 in the

9 afternoon and goes until almost 9:00 at night.

10           (Applause.)

11           MR. VALDEZ:  My name is Bill Valdez.  I've

12 lived out here for 22 years.

13           I'm absolutely thrilled with this project,

14 to be honest.  I live off of Arizona Street, and

15 I've seen flooding and mitigation going on, road

16 repairs and barriers, and it just really hasn't

17 worked.

18           This has been one of the most encouraging

19 things I've seen this area with all the development

20 and growth.  I'm excited to have this project and to

21 know that it's getting done.

22           Off Arizona, you mentioned water routes,

23 we love to ride our bikes out there.  And the

24 traffic out there all the time is just zipping.  We

25 have no night lights, so we're really conscious all
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1 the time of where we're at.

2           And access to the lake, we love seeing the

3 wildlife and the birds out here.  And to get to that

4 lake, there's really no easy access.  Go off Ramsey

5 in that area.

6           I am absolutely thrilled.  And whatever I

7 can do to support this project and this community, I

8 will.  Thank you guys.  Appreciate it.

9           (Applause.)

10           MR. STOVAL:  Robert Stoval.

11           This lake has been here, and the

12 surrounding floodplain, the wetlands for about

13 10,000 years, since the last ice age.  And the lake

14 is an environmental system that the water purifies

15 itself by flooding out into the wetlands and having

16 the chance to go through the brush and the wood --

17 or the plants and so forth, and it's a wildlife

18 habitat.  And it's in the Pacific flyway.  It's

19 very, very important.  This is a jewel of an

20 environmental place, Swan Lake.

21           Now, this idea of ruining these roads

22 across here, this is an engineering feet, but it's

23 unnecessary and it's not wise.  This is expensive,

24 you're going to cross an existing floodplain.  And

25 across the nation, everyone is realizing to stay off
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1 the floodplains.  Why?  Because they flood.  And

2 it's going to flood again.

3           Now, they're putting standards to a

4 100-year flood, well, there would be a 500-year

5 flood next year, which is much higher.

6           Anyway, what they should do is do not do

7 this project.  It is ridiculous, it's expensive, and

8 it's going to ruin this natural habitat and natural

9 cleansing of the water.

10           What they should be doing is go ahead and

11 make a road around on the south side of the valley

12 there, even if they have to go up in the hills and

13 go around.  There's plenty of room and no problem

14 with that.  It's an easy engineering project.

15           Don't go out here and do this crazy

16 engineering feet and ruin this natural habitat.

17 That's what's going to happen.  You're going to go

18 out there, and you're just going to mess it up and

19 ruin it.

20           I was a planning commissioner for the

21 county for a number of years, and a chairperson, and

22 I realized there's been a lot of projects that

23 Washoe County brought up that went through that

24 shouldn't have.  And why?  Because the public

25 doesn't really understand what these project are all
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1 about, how they're -- who's pushing them, why

2 they're doing it.

3           And so I'm going to ask these project

4 people to rise to a higher level and understand you

5 should not be messing around on this floodplain.

6 It's not wise.  It's not smart.  It's expensive.

7           Take the money and people that are

8 affected on the edges of the floodplains -- and

9 it's -- there's not that many of them -- you buy

10 them out, give them fair market value for the

11 properties, let this natural jewel stay alive.

12           Don't go out there and do this, this is

13 just ridiculous.  It just doesn't make any sense do

14 it.

15           (Applause.)

16           MR. FINLEY:  Please enter my comment into

17 the record pursuant to NRS 241.  My name is Scott

18 Finley.  I am a resident of Washoe County and have a

19 military background in the United States Air Force.

20           The first question I have is how much will

21 the Lemmon Drive alignment project cost in total?

22           MR. ANSON:  Currently, around $55 million.

23           MR. FINLEY:  If I'm correct, 29 in federal

24 funds will be used, so the difference is what we

25 will have to pay for?
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1           MR. ANSON:  Yes.  Through the RTC

2 fundings, yes.

3           MR. FINLEY:  Probably about 25. Okay.

4           Let's see, so do you know what are the

5 current entities that are responsible for

6 maintaining Lemmon Drive with where you're seeking

7 to realign, isn't it the county or the city?

8           MR. ANSON:  Washoe County is responsible

9 for the flood mitigation efforts along Swan Lake.

10 City of Reno maintains Lemmon Drive as the roadway

11 itself.

12           MR. FINLEY:  When it's realigned, is it

13 the same entities?

14           MR. ANSON:  It will be the same.

15           MR. FINLEY:  One of the concerns we have

16 is that this is going to be leveraged and used to

17 advance housing development out here through Prater

18 Ranch.

19           You stated that RTC does not control

20 development or entitlements, how can you guarantee

21 that the project is not going to be used to further

22 that goal by Prater Ranch?  If they have that goal.

23           MR. ANSON:  The project, as stated, the

24 purpose and need is the county spends over a million

25 dollars a year just in flood mitigation efforts,
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1 potentially, to protect existing roadway out there.

2 That's a human and financial resource the county

3 does not have to do forever.

4           So this road is really to get in and out

5 so when there are flooding events, the county and

6 city can focus their efforts on protecting the

7 residents.  It's not to increase development.

8           Development would come regardless of if we

9 did this or not, because we're not adding capacity,

10 we're not making it better.  We're trying to make it

11 safer, to make it into where residents can get in

12 and get out, and require millions of dollars a year.

13 And even more, when a major flood event comes along,

14 to keep the road open out there.

15           MR. FINLEY:  And the final question I have

16 is you don't want to make it double lane, because it

17 could be -- you could have people speeding, is what

18 you're saying, because of that issue?

19           MR. ANSON:  It's a contributor.  You can

20 see it anywhere where you have excess capacity,

21 excess laneage, people like to go -- there's less

22 traffic, therefore, people feel safer going faster.

23           MR. FINLEY:  Why not make the current

24 Lemmon Drive road that you are going to turn into an

25 off-road emergency -- for emergency services, why

1 not keep it is my question.

2           MR. ANSON:  That's currently below the

3 flood elevation, and to raise it, as I mentioned,

4 there are 24-inch high pressure water lines that

5 probably could not handle the additional load from

6 the fill that we would have to bring on top of it.

7 It will impact people's residences on the north

8 side, because we raise, their driveways will now be

9 steeper going down in there, and that might require

10 a right-of-way from them.

11           MR. FINLEY:  No, don't raise it.  Leave it

12 as is.  In one year of a hundred years, it destroys

13 a road, you can come back and fix it.

14           The thing is you're going to able to

15 funnel more people in and out if you keep that road,

16 so why use it only for emergencies services?

17           MR. ANSON:  We want to get it out of there

18 so people aren't using two different roads, because

19 now that road has to be maintained to the same

20 standards as the other road, and it just adds more

21 cost to the county for their yearly maintenance.

22           MR. FINLEY:  What would the cost be?

23           MR. ANSON:  I don't have that off the top

24 of my head.  We'd have to look into that and do some

25 research with the county.
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1           (Applause.)

2           MS. EBERT:  My name is Megan Ebert, for

3 the record.

4           I also am a Reno City Council member,

5 representing the North Valleys area, although my

6 comments are just as a citizen that lives here.  I

7 want to agree with this gentleman over here about

8 Swan Lake.

9           I think we need to protect it.  I think

10 it's sad to see the encroachment on this natural

11 resource that we have.  I think we should appreciate

12 our lakes.  I know it's not Lake Tahoe, but they are

13 still beautiful.  These migration areas for birds

14 and for wild animals are really, really important.

15 Once these areas are gone, you can't get them back.

16           It's a really valid point to say that we

17 could use areas that are just completely out of the

18 floodplains, use areas that are just already dry.

19 You don't have to worry about raising it up high

20 enough because it's not in the floodplain.

21           I know that we purchased homes that we're

22 impacted by the 2017 flood, after the fact, so I

23 know that this is something that could potentially

24 happen.

25           I think we really, really need to look at
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1 that and just try to protect the resources and the

2 things that make the North Valleys special, and this

3 is one of them.

4           And this project, cutting the road closer

5 to the lake, just -- it kind of breaks my heart to

6 see just further encroachment of our wilderness in

7 ways that it does not necessarily really need to

8 happen.

9           Thank you.

10           (Applause.)

11           MS. POOLE:  My name is Jodie Poole, and I

12 live right on Lemmon Drive.  My driveway goes right

13 on to Lemmon.

14           I will be part of the frontage road to get

15 to my house.  What type of maintenance is going to

16 happen with that road when the new road comes in,

17 snowplows, all of that, will it be doubled?  Will I

18 still get access to my house with the weather and

19 stuff like that?  Just the maintenance of the

20 frontage road, when the new road comes in, I'm still

21 going to have to use that section of frontage road.

22           MR. SMITH:  Do you live up on the north

23 side?

24           MS. POOLE:  I live between Arizona and

25 Idaho.  I'm just talking about, like, potholes, I
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1 mean, that would slow traffic down, but the snow

2 removal, are they going to do, like, double plowing

3 to keep up --

4           MR. SMITH:  I appreciate that question

5 because, ultimately, we want to make sure that all

6 the residents understand that any of the roadways

7 will be maintained and left, and the reconstruction

8 will still be in Washoe County's roadway inventory,

9 we will still be responsible for potholes, plowing

10 snow, absolutely, signage, striping, maintaining the

11 roadside ditches.  For any of those paved roadways,

12 any of those places that are still left, will be

13 maintained to those standards of that Washoe County.

14           Now, I will just quickly say, I thought

15 you were up along the north side, one of the

16 wonderful things about this realignment project is

17 it creates that safety access for those people that

18 live up along the north side of Lemmon.

19           Now they have, basically, a residential

20 road to back onto or to pull onto, not a high-speed

21 Lemmon Drive roadway.  So that portion of Lemmon

22 Drive, that existing up along the north as well as

23 the areas that go down, will still be owned and

24 maintained by Washoe County to Washoe County

25 standards.
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1           (Applause.)

2           MS. FINLEY:  My name is Katlyn Finley, and

3 I have some questions for you guys.

4           The last time you were here, we talked

5 about that we need a road outside of the floodplain,

6 which you, last time, didn't know what the

7 floodplain is.  Do you guys know what it is now?

8           MR. ANSON:  We know what the current

9 floodplain is, yes.  That's the blue hashing up

10 there.

11           MS. FINLEY:  What is the floodplain?  What

12 are the specifics?  I would like to know.

13           MR. ANSON:  It's an elevation.  I don't

14 know the height off the top of my head, but there's

15 a baseline -- because this is a dry lake bed and a

16 sump condition, it's more based off of certain

17 elevation that's approved by FEMA.  Washoe County's

18 is their regulatory agency locally.

19           FEMA approves that elevation, and that's

20 what we use as kind of our base elevation that would

21 determine our roadway elevation.

22           MS. FINLEY:  That was a study that's been

23 completed since you have been here last?

24           MR. ANSON:  No.  Nothing's changed since

25 last time we were here as far as the base flood
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1 elevation.

2           MS. FINLEY:  Because last time we were

3 told that you guys were doing a study to find what

4 the 100-year floodplain was.

5           MR. ANSON:  RTC is not doing that.  I

6 believe Washoe County has a study in, that they're

7 looking at that, but that is not RTC doing that

8 study.

9           MS. FINLEY:  Don't know what the

10 floodplain area is out here still?

11           MR. ANSON:  We will adjust if we have to,

12 put it that way.  We have no formal approval of a

13 different elevation.

14           MS. FINLEY:  Do you have a time frame on

15 that study?  Because that seems like an important

16 piece of this puzzle, if this is something you want

17 to do.

18           MR. SMITH:  I can provide a little bit of

19 clarity to the question about the floodplain.

20           Washoe County, like all agencies, is

21 responsible to manage FEMA's floodplains.  These are

22 not Washoe County's or the City of Reno's or the

23 City of Sparks'; these are FEMA's floodplains.

24           This particular floodplain lies within

25 Washoe County, and it impacts our folks that live
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1 out here in.

2           In 2017, we saw a significant flood --

3           MR. FINLEY:  Been out here over ten years.

4           MR. SMITH:  So you know exactly what I'm

5 talking about.

6           One of the things that came out of that

7 was the first house out of the few that had water

8 inside the living space, the first house was at

9 11725 Plum Drive, and that house was not within the

10 FEMA designed floodplain.  There's problems with the

11 mapping out here for this floodplain.

12           MS. FINLEY:  My understanding was that

13 this current Lemmon Valley was a project that was

14 done in the past to get us out of the floodplain.

15 So we're doing it again?

16           MR. SMITH:  I'm not tracking you a hundred

17 percent, but let me just -- if I can make a couple

18 of quick comments.

19           The project that RTC's initiated, with

20 support from the county and from the city, will be

21 subject to FEMA's requirements based on the

22 floodplain elevation.

23           We started a process under FEMA's rules

24 and requirements to analyze and study the

25 floodplain, and, yes, it is going to go up a little
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1 bit, about seven-tenths of a foot.

2           Washoe County, we're working through a

3 process right now with FEMA to verify that because

4 we've hired our consultants, we've done the

5 appropriate engineering studies under FEMA's

6 requirements.

7           The next step in the process is we have to

8 send this all to FEMA, and FEMA has to agree with it

9 or disagree with it or modify it.  We're in that

10 process now.

11           Our commitment to the community is once we

12 get the response back and we know actually exactly

13 where it's going to be, we're going to be doing some

14 of these same public meetings regarding the base

15 flood elevation change, so that we can let people

16 know what is going on, how it might impact them.

17 That's a really important thing for us.

18           But the planning for the Lemmon Drive

19 realignment projects has to move forward.  They are

20 moving forward right now with that expectation that

21 there is going to be some adjustments in there.  So

22 they're going to address that.  But they are going

23 to be subject to those same rules, requirements that

24 any development, any project, anything that's done

25 within this basin.
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1           They are not getting away with anything.

2 We're still going to hold them to those standards

3 that FEMA holds us to.

4           MR. FINLEY:  I would love more information

5 about the study.  My understanding is the one that

6 Lemmon Valley currently has is not the first Lemmon

7 Valley Drive.  This is one what was actually redone

8 and raised to be out of the floodplain, but we're

9 having to do it again, is my understanding from

10 people who have lived here a long time.

11           MR. SMITH:  That the existing Lemmon

12 Drive, that the roadbed that we see today, was

13 raised already?  I'm not familiar with that.

14           MR. FINLEY:  That's my concern, that where

15 you're going to disturb precious land that we have

16 for everyone to put in a roadway.  And I'm concerned

17 about the impact to wildlife, and not just during

18 construction, but everything that's going to cross

19 it to get to the lake.  What if animals get hit

20 more?  That's a bigger, harder area for them to

21 cross to.

22           It's really sad that we're taking our

23 public lands that are wildlife preserves, and we are

24 turning them into roadways that really don't do

25 anything for the community out here.  You're making
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1 us have (inaudible) points and having the same

2 lanes.  And none of us really, for the most part,

3 live on Lemmon Drive.  The roadway being elevated

4 doesn't really help us if we can't get to our houses

5 anyway.

6           MR. SMITH:  Yeah, the existing Lemmon

7 roadbed sits well below the FEMA designated

8 floodplain.

9           I'm not familiar with any project.  I've

10 only been here about 18, 19 years, so something may

11 have occurred before.

12           I will tell you that the existing roadbed

13 is substantially below the FEMA designated

14 floodplain.  It's not a condition for resiliency.

15 It's not a condition that we can continue to put up

16 barriers in the future.  As a matter of fact, there

17 are not -- we are very sensitive, within our Washoe

18 County community, to make sure that access to our

19 communities is preserved during flooding events.

20           We need residents to be able to

21 successfully get in and out of their communities to

22 go to work, school, church.  We need or emergency

23 service providers to be able to have easy and quick

24 and safe access into those areas.  And that's the

25 focus and the point of this project, is to create a
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1 situation where people have access, safe access.

2           And then the other benefits that I was

3 talking before with the people that live up on the

4 north of Lemmon Drive, not having to come onto a

5 high-speed roadway.  Now they are going to have a

6 residential street.

7           And connecting in and tying into places

8 that this gentleman here had pointed out and asked

9 for at the early meeting to provide those

10 connectivity pieces, I mean, I think those are a lot

11 of very of huge pluses.

12           I'll let Chad speak to the enviromental

13 pieces, but I think he did a really good job

14 earlier.  Those are certainly concerns that we all

15 share.

16           MS. FINLEY:  One of my concerns is that

17 what are you guys are going to do for people --

18 like, I don't live on Lemmon Valley Drive.  I live

19 in Lemmon Valley, I don't live on Lemmon Valley

20 Drive.

21           Are you guys going to do anything to make

22 us -- like, you're talking about our services coming

23 out, if we flood and you live off of Arizona,

24 Nectar, and you're under water, how does Lemmon

25 Valley -- I know I've used up my time at this point.
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1           MR. MacEACHEN:  Only by 10 minutes or so.

2           I do want to remind you all that we are

3 still going to be here after the event, so if you

4 have more questions, all the staff's going to be

5 here, we have the boards still up.

6           We want to make sure that we are giving

7 every neighbor an opportunity to speak.

8           MS. FINLEY:  Thank you for answering my

9 questions.  I really appreciate it.

10           MR. MacEACHEN:  We will still answer them.

11           MS. McCARTHY:  I'm Dorothy McCarthy.

12           I appreciate this opportunity to have this

13 information.  And I do think there have been some

14 improvements since our last meeting with the access

15 to our neighborhoods.  And in speaking to Mr.

16 Smith -- I was very concerned about the floodplain,

17 the questions that have been raised about the

18 environmental impact and so on -- my understanding

19 is that the flood area will not change, that they

20 will preserve that and the flooding will be in

21 natural way so that, hopefully, it won't have a

22 negative impact on the lake or the wildlife.  And

23 that's what I was told.

24           Can we get any further reassurance about

25 that, that it won't be developed?  But that's what I
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1 believe at this time, that's what I was told.

2           MR. ANSON:  One of the biggest priorities

3 of this project is to ensure that we do not call for

4 the floodplain out there.  We do not want to make it

5 worse because that's one of the biggest priorities,

6 make whatever -- whatever we do, we are mitigating

7 our impacts so the flooding elevation is not

8 impacted at all by our project.

9           MS. NAPE:  My name is Tina Nape, and I'm

10 here with several other people tonight because our

11 priority is saving Swan Lake.  We feel it is a real

12 gem to have.  We're with the Lahonton Audubon

13 Society, and very concerned about it, and certainly

14 appreciate all of you having similar concerns.

15           I would like to remind people, though,

16 that when I first came on with environmental

17 organization, maybe 15, 20 years ago, one of our

18 first projects with funding from the Bureau of Land

19 Management was to purchase lands that are now at the

20 bottom of Swan Lake.

21           And so there were times when this valley

22 did not have the water, and development happened all

23 around it.  And I understand that some developments

24 are being -- houses are being purchased now.  I want

25 to remind you that this was dry at times, and
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1 without the Bureau of Land Management and the

2 agency, Nevada Land Trust, some of this was -- I

3 think there is still one private parcel underneath

4 polluted water.

5           (Applause.)

6           MS. POLLARD:  Mary Pollard.

7           Swan Lake.  Yes, we need keep it.  We need

8 to make it better.  We need to encourage it to be

9 the best it can possibly be.  As you say "polluted,"

10 well, part of that is the water we're currently

11 putting into it.  And I would love to see that

12 change.  I would love to see people be wise enough

13 to say -- like we did in Washoe Lake, let's make it

14 a place people want to go for recreation.  Maybe not

15 go in it, but do other recreation.  With a road

16 right there, that's not encouraging that.

17           As the one lady who was talking and asking

18 if you were going to take care of the old Lemmon

19 Drive, it's sounded like we were going to have to do

20 the same maintenance on it we're doing right now,

21 which we would have to be maintaining two roads.

22           I hear all this money going down on it.  I

23 would rather see you, in Lemmon Valley, help

24 Military Road, help them be able to get where they

25 need to get faster, easier, without all the
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1 accidents they are currently having.  I drive on

2 Lemmon Valley -- Lemmon Drive, three or four times a

3 day.  I have not really had bumper-to-bumper

4 traffic.

5           What, a hundred years, we're going to have

6 a flood there?  You know, we were able to go around

7 it and have solutions before, we will again.  This

8 is not necessary.

9           (Applause.)

10           MS. DELL:  Pam Dell, 38-year resident of

11 Lemmon Valley.

12           I remember a meeting late March, 2017,

13 over at O'Brien Middle School where it was brought

14 up that there had been in, I think the mid-90s,

15 allocated funds from the government to dredge the

16 lake and deepen the lake.  And they were going to

17 (inaudible) that, but there was no resolve, no

18 answer as what happened to the money that was

19 allocated to dredge the lake.  So, isn't that

20 something we can take a look at?

21           And a hundred years flood, come on, we all

22 know what contributed to the flood in 2017.  It

23 wasn't just the weather.  Okay?  I think a hundred

24 percent of us agree that it wasn't the weather, that

25 that wasn't a hundred percent why Swan Lake got
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1 flooded.

2           Can you take a look at that and readdress

3 that?  That's all I have.

4           (Applause.)

5           UNKNOWN SPEAKER:  One quick, probably

6 stupid question, but the graphic there shows three

7 lanes.  It goes into a lane, it goes out of a lane,

8 and a turning lane in the middle.

9           Am I correct in assuming that that turn

10 lane is only one of other two streets turning in?

11           MR. ANSON:  That's one of the things that

12 we're going through right now.  Definitely with that

13 left-turn pocket for you to get access to the cross

14 street, the graphic you see there would be if we

15 paved it all, just one big paved area.  We are

16 looking at potentials of using a raised median

17 island to try to discourage people from jumping over

18 into the other lanes, trying to make it safer, or

19 doing an open median.  We're doing different

20 alternatives there.

21           But you will have about that 16-foot

22 separation between northbound and southbound.  That

23 will be used as a left-turn lane so you can get out

24 of traffic, decelerate, and have time to wait in a

25 safe manner to cross.
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1           UNKNOWN SPEAKER:  Okay.  My concern was if

2 it does run the full length, once upon a time they

3 did the experience of having an (inaudible) lane in

4 the middle of it.  It worked out poorly because

5 everybody assumed that the lane was always empty.

6           MR. ANSON:  Exactly.  That's why we're

7 looking at different alternatives there to try to

8 improve upon that and what makes sense for that.

9           MR. MacEACHEN:  Thank you so much for

10 attending.  We really appreciate having you here.

11 We're going to hang around by the boards.  In case

12 you have more questions, hit up any of the RTC

13 staff.  Hit up Dwayne the most, because he's been

14 hiding in the back.

15           Thank you guys, again, and continue giving

16 us your input on this project.

Comments: The proposed project is not as terrible as it could be, but a number of 
issues exist and are not completely addressed by this plan. 

A major reason for this realignment is supposed to be the ability of the 
road to remain open should a flood event again occur in Lemmon Valley, 
but the proposed route, while almost certainly keeping the road open in 
such an event, really does not address the actual need as access from 
Lemmon to the surrounding areas in the flood zone will actually not be 
improved at all. Unless ambulances intend to bring boats with them, the 
ability to use Lemmon Drive in such an event will not provide much 
benefit as the areas existing right off of Lemmon Drive will not have 
changed. A better decision would have been to drive more traffic 
through a higher point in the Valley (probably along Deodar Way). 
Relocating the major artery through an area already outside of the flood 
zone would allow easier emergency access in a flood event. 

A large number of the negative comments were about the proximity of 
the new route to the migratory bird area around Swan Lake and that was 
never really addressed. While it was stated that 'construction' would 
avoid nesting season, there was no mention of what effect the finished 
road would have as it will run right along the eastern shore of the lake, 
with the continuing traffic almost certainly causing constant disruptions 
of both nesting activities while also probably increasing the mortality of 
birds along that route. Swan Lake would also suffer from the increased 
pollution from road runoff in such close proximity, although I cannot 
claim to know what effect this would have. 

I am also still somewhat concerned about the seeming shortsightedness 
of Truckee Meadows Fire Protection District in simply determining that 
they will never need the fire station in Lemmon Valley on Nectar and 
have never seen any response to my previous concern about the same 
(to remind people, the last such decision made by the District is now a 
problem costing them in excess of $10 million in Washoe Valley and 
leaving a hole in their station coverage of the District... it seems 
extremely short-sighted to make the same decision again while the dust 
from the previous problem is still billowing). 

Overall, I can't really imagine why spending $55 million (and probably a 
lot more with the recent history of RTC projects) is justified for a project 
of this nature. There is very little benefit of any kind provided by this 
project other than in the event of a future flood event (which our local 
governments continue to insist was a fully natural event despite full

knowledge and legal judgement to the contrary). In the event of another 
such event, this road surface would be a very long, dry dike in the 
middle of a flooded area with limited or no access to the homes that 
emergency services would need to serve, the current course of Lemmon 
Drive would again be underwater and therefore access across would 
either need boats or high-clearance vehicles. 

I would heavily recommend that, if this is built as intended (and I really 
doubt that there will be any change as little note seems to have been 
taken to public comment so far), that the designers at least build in 
passages within the roadway for the hoses that the portable pumps used 
during the flood period to make mitigation if (when?) such an event 
occurs again.

1) MR. FINLEY: The questions I have, or the comments are how much will Lemmon 
Drive alignment cost in total? What would be the cost to simply repave Lemmon 
Drive and keep in its current condition? What would be the cost, say, for 
homeowners in the 100-year floodplain if it didn't flood more than once every 100 
years? And then what entities are responsible for maintaining Lemmon Drive with 
where you are seeking to realign it? What entities will be responsible for 
maintaining Lemmon Drive where is it being aligned? 

 
2) MS. LOKKE: Michelle Lokke, I live at 219 Oregon Boulevard. My concern is for 

the five of lanes of traffic that the elementary school kids are going to have to 
cross when they make that four lanes here on Lemmon. My other concern is 
when they try to widen Patrician from Lemmon to the school, they said they 
would put sidewalks, if there will still be room for, like, our kiss-and-go traffic, 
sometimes it backs up, so are they taking consideration of that? 

 
3) MR. KALIAS: Danny Kalias, 51-year resident out here. If you took this water 

bottle, cut the top off and had another water bottle and poured it, that's exactly 
what you are doing out here. The one that the top is cut off, that what we have 
now. The one that you're doing this, it's like this. Just like NDOT is doing with the 
freeway. They're taking away a offramp, a offramp, and we're going to have a lot 
of truck traffic at other ones. If they miss their first exit, they're going to have to 
come to Lemmon Drive. Now, that's the stupidest thing I've ever heard, just like 
your guys' idea. Another thing, you have to go through that developer out there, 
what's his name, the one that you have to buy land from? You have to do the 
same thing -- Lancey. You'd have to do the same thing. If you left Lemmon Drive 
where it is and went east with your street, you don't have to mess with anything 
from TMWA, AT&T, all their fiberoptics, all the gas lines, you don't have to mess 
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with that stuff. All you have to do is move east. You would have plenty of room to 
do more than what you're doing up there. Another thing, silt. You still haven't 
addressed the issue of silt. Another thing, you haven't addressed all the pea fuzz, 
all the sewage, and everything else that's been in that area. Another thing, you 
keep on saying you have to raise it seven feet. I'll tell you what, at Idaho and 
Lemmon when it flooded in 2017, there was only 50 feet of that area that was 
under water. Everything else was dry, all the way to Nectar. Another thing, you're 
taking Nectar away still. There's a horse arena out there. Everybody's going to 
have to go past that and then come back to the horse arena? That's retarded too. 
That's taking more away from our community. And for your emergency services, 
45 minutes to come to my house to get a sagebrush fire out and then have the 
guys sit in the truck watching teenagers put it out with a hose is not safe. And I 
filed a complaint and it got put in the garbage. Now, when the police do show up, 
might be one, two, five hours later, how good is that? That's BS. You guys are 
making a mess out of this, just like NDOT's making a mess out of the freeway. 
Knock it off. You're taking away roads that we need. We need. You guys don't live 
out here. We do. And your traffic study, I don't know who in the hell did that, but 
they're fucking dumb as a box of rocks, because traffic starts at 2:30 in the 
afternoon and goes until almost 9:00 at night. 

 
4) MR. VALDEZ: My name is Bill Valdez. I've lived out here for 22 years. I'm 

absolutely thrilled with this project, to be honest. I live off of Arizona Street, and 
I've seen flooding and mitigation going on, road repairs and barriers, and it just 
really hasn't worked. This has been one of the most encouraging things I've seen 
this area with all the development and growth. I'm excited to have this project and 
to know that it's getting done. Off Arizona, you mentioned water routes, we love 
to ride our bikes out there. And the traffic out there all the time is just zipping. We 
have no night lights, so we're really conscious all the time of where we're at. And 
access to the lake, we love seeing the wildlife and the birds out here. And to get 
to that lake, there's really no easy access. Go off Ramsey in that area. I am 
absolutely thrilled. And whatever I can do to support this project and this 
community, I will. Thank you guys. Appreciate it. 

 
5) MR. STOVAL: Robert Stoval. This lake has been here, and the surrounding 

floodplain, the wetlands for about 10,000 years, since the last ice age. And the 
lake is an environmental system that the water purifies itself by flooding out into 
the wetlands and having the chance to go through the brush and the wood -- or 
the plants and so forth, and it's a wildlife habitat. And it's in the Pacific flyway. It's 
very, very important. This is a jewel of an environmental place, Swan Lake. Now, 
this idea of ruining these roads across here, this is an engineering feat, but it's 
unnecessary and it's not wise. This is expensive, you're going to cross an 
existing floodplain. And across the nation, everyone is realizing to stay off the 
floodplains. Why? Because they flood. And it's going to flood again. Now, they're 
putting standards to a 100-year flood, well, there would be a 500-year flood next 
year, which is much higher. Anyway, what they should do is do not do this project. 
It is ridiculous, it's expensive, and it's going to ruin this natural habitat and natural 



cleansing of the water. What they should be doing is go ahead and make a road 
around on the south side of the valley there, even if they have to go up in the hills 
and go around. There's plenty of room and no problem with that. It's an easy 
engineering project. Don't go out here and do this crazy engineering feat and ruin 
this natural habitat. That's what's going to happen. You're going to go out there, 
and you're just going to mess it up and ruin it. I was a planning commissioner for 
the county for a number of years, and a chairperson, and I realized there's been 
a lot of projects that Washoe County brought up that went through that shouldn't 
have. And why? Because the public doesn't really understand what these project 
are all about, how they're -- who's pushing them, why they're doing it. And so I'm 
going to ask these project people to rise to a higher level and understand you 
should not be messing around on this floodplain. It's not wise. It's not smart. It's 
expensive. Take the money and people that are affected on the edges of the 
floodplains -- and it's -- there's not that many of them -- you buy them out, give 
them fair market value for the properties, let this natural jewel stay alive. Don't go 
out there and do this, this is just ridiculous. It just doesn't make any sense do it. 

 
6) MR. FINLEY: Please enter my comment into the record pursuant to NRS 241. My 

name is Scott Finley. I am a resident of Washoe County and have a military 
background in the United States Air Force. The first question I have is how much 
will the Lemmon Drive alignment project cost in total? 

MR. ANSON: Currently, around $55 million. 
MR. FINLEY: If I'm correct, 29 in federal funds will be used, so the difference is what we 
will have to pay for? 
MR. ANSON: Yes. Through the RTC fundings, yes. 
MR. FINLEY: Probably about 25. Okay. Let's see, so do you know what are the current 
entities that are responsible for maintaining Lemmon Drive with where you're seeking to 
realign, isn't it the county or the city? 
MR. ANSON: Washoe County is responsible for the flood mitigation efforts along Swan 
Lake. City of Reno maintains Lemmon Drive as the roadway itself. 
MR. FINLEY: When it's realigned, is it the same entities? 
MR. ANSON: It will be the same. 
MR. FINLEY: One of the concerns we have is that this is going to be leveraged and 
used to advance housing development out here through Prater Ranch. You stated that 
RTC does not control development or entitlements, how can you guarantee that the 
project is not going to be used to further that goal by Prater Ranch? If they have that 
goal. 
MR. ANSON: The project, as stated, the purpose and need is the county spends over a 
million 25 dollars a year just in flood mitigation efforts, potentially, to protect existing 
roadway out there. That's a human and financial resource the county does not have to 
do forever. So this road is really to get in and out so when there are flooding events, the 
county and city can focus their efforts on protecting the residents. It's not to increase 
development. Development would come regardless of if we did this or not, because 
we're not adding capacity, we're not making it better. We're trying to make it safer, to 
make it into where residents can get in and get out, and require millions of dollars a 



year. And even more, when a major flood event comes along, to keep the road open out 
there. 
MR. FINLEY: And the final question I have is you don't want to make it double lane, 
because it could be -- you could have people speeding, is what you're saying, because 
of that issue? 
MR. ANSON: It's a contributor. You can see it anywhere where you have excess 
capacity, excess laneage, people like to go -- there's less traffic, therefore, people feel 
safer going faster. 
MR. FINLEY: Why not make the current Lemmon Drive road that you are going to turn 
into an off-road emergency -- for emergency services, why not keep it is my question. 
MR. ANSON: That's currently below the flood elevation, and to raise it, as I mentioned, 
there are 24-inch high-pressure water lines that probably could not handle the additional 
load from the fill that we would have to bring on top of it. It will impact people's 
residences on the north side, because we raise, their driveways will now be steeper 
going down in there, and that might require a right-of-way from them. 
MR. FINLEY: No, don't raise it. Leave it as is. In one year of a hundred years, it destroys 
a road, you can come back and fix it. The thing is you're going to able to funnel more 
people in and out if you keep that road, so why use it only for emergencies services? 
MR. ANSON: We want to get it out of there so people aren't using two different roads, 
because now that road has to be maintained to the same standards as the other road, 
and it just adds more cost to the county for their yearly maintenance. 
MR. FINLEY: What would the cost be? 
MR. ANSON: I don't have that off the top of my head. We'd have to look into that and do 
some research with the county. 
 

7) MS. EBERT: My name is Megan Ebert, for the record. I also am a Reno City 
Council member, representing the North Valleys area, although my comments 
are just as a citizen that lives here. I want to agree with this gentleman over here 
about Swan Lake. I think we need to protect it. I think it's sad to see the 
encroachment on this natural resource that we have. I think we should appreciate 
our lakes. I know it's not Lake Tahoe, but they are still beautiful. These migration 
areas for birds and for wild animals are really, really important. Once these areas 
are gone, you can't get them back. It's a really valid point to say that we could 
use areas that are just completely out of the floodplains, use areas that are just 
already dry. You don't have to worry about raising it up high enough because it's 
not in the floodplain. I know that we purchased homes that we're impacted by the 
2017 flood, after the fact, so I know that this is something that could potentially 
happen. I think we really, really need to look at that and just try to protect the 
resources and the things that make the North Valleys special, and this is one of 
them. And this project, cutting the road closer to the lake, just -- it kind of breaks 
my heart to see just further encroachment of our wilderness in ways that it does 
not necessarily really need to happen. Thank you. 

 
8) MS. POOLE: My name is Jodie Poole, and I live right on Lemmon Drive. My 

driveway goes right on to Lemmon. I will be part of the frontage road to get to my 
house. What type of maintenance is going to happen with that road when the 



new road comes in, snowplows, all of that, will it be doubled? Will I still get 
access to my house with the weather and stuff like that? Just the maintenance of 
the frontage road, when the new road comes in, I'm still going to have to use that 
section of frontage road. 

MR. SMITH: Do you live up on the north side? 
MS. POOLE: I live between Arizona and Idaho. I'm just talking about, like, potholes, I 
mean, that would slow traffic down, but the snow removal, are they going to do, like, 
double plowing to keep up -- 
MR. SMITH: I appreciate that question because, ultimately, we want to make sure that 
all the residents understand that any of the roadways will be maintained and left, and 
the reconstruction will still be in Washoe County's roadway inventory, we will still be 
responsible for potholes, plowing snow, absolutely, signage, striping, maintaining the 
roadside ditches. For any of those paved roadways, any of those places that are still 
left, will be maintained to those standards of that Washoe County. Now, I will just quickly 
say, I thought you were up along the north side, one of the wonderful things about this 
realignment project is it creates that safety access for those people that live up along 
the north side of Lemmon. Now they have, basically, a residential road to back onto or 
to pull onto, not a high-speed Lemmon Drive roadway. So that portion of Lemmon  
Drive, that existing up along the north as well as the areas that go down, will still be 
owned and maintained by Washoe County to Washoe County standards. 
 

9) MS. FINLEY: My name is Katlyn Finley, and I have some questions for you guys. 
The last time you were here, we talked about that we need a road outside of the 
floodplain, which you, last time, didn't know what the floodplain is. Do you guys 
know what it is now? 

MR. ANSON: We know what the current floodplain is, yes. That's the blue hashing up 
there. 
MS. FINLEY: What is the floodplain? What are the specifics? I would like to know. 
MR. ANSON: It's an elevation. I don't know the height off the top of my head, but there's 
a baseline -- because this is a dry lake bed and a sump condition, it's more based off of 
certain elevation that's approved by FEMA. Washoe County's is their regulatory agency 
locally. FEMA approves that elevation, and that's what we use as kind of our base 
elevation that would determine our roadway elevation. 
MS. FINLEY: That was a study that's been completed since you have been here last? 
MR. ANSON: No. Nothing's changed since last time we were here as far as the base 
flood elevation. 
MS. FINLEY: Because last time we were told that you guys were doing a study to find 
what the 100-year floodplain was. 
MR. ANSON: RTC is not doing that. I believe Washoe County has a study in, that 
they're looking at that, but that is not RTC doing that study. 
MS. FINLEY: Don't know what the floodplain area is out here still? 
MR. ANSON: We will adjust if we have to, put it that way. We have no formal approval of 
a different elevation. 
MS. FINLEY: Do you have a time frame on that study? Because that seems like an 
important piece of this puzzle, if this is something you want to do. 



MR. SMITH: I can provide a little bit of clarity to the question about the floodplain. 
Washoe County, like all agencies, is responsible to manage FEMA's floodplains. These 
are not Washoe County's or the City of Reno's or the City of Sparks'; these are FEMA's 
floodplains. This particular floodplain lies within Washoe County, and it impacts our folks 
that live out here in. In 2017, we saw a significant flood -- 
MR. FINLEY: Been out here over ten years. 
MR. SMITH: So you know exactly what I'm talking about. One of the things that came 
out of that was the first house out of the few that had water inside the living space, the 
first house was at 11725 Plum Drive, and that house was not within the FEMA designed 
floodplain. There's problems with the mapping out here for this floodplain.  
MS. FINLEY: My understanding was that this current Lemmon Valley was a project that 
was done in the past to get us out of the floodplain. So we're doing it again? 
MR. SMITH: I'm not tracking you a hundred percent, but let me just -- if I can make a 
couple of quick comments. The project that RTC's initiated, with support from the county 
and from the city, will be subject to FEMA's requirements based on the floodplain 
elevation. We started a process under FEMA's rules and requirements to analyze and 
study the floodplain, and, yes, it is going to go up a little 
bit, about seven-tenths of a foot. Washoe County, we're working through a process right 
now with FEMA to verify that because we've hired our consultants, we've done the 
appropriate engineering studies under FEMA's requirements. The next step in the 
process is we have to send this all to FEMA, and FEMA has to agree with it or disagree 
with it or modify it. We're in that process now. Our commitment to the community is once 
we get the response back and we know actually exactly where it's going to be, we're 
going to be doing some of these same public meetings regarding the base flood 
elevation change, so that we can let people know what is going on, how it might impact 
them. That's a really important thing for us. But the planning for the Lemmon Drive 
realignment projects has to move forward. They are moving forward right now with that 
expectation that there is going to be some adjustments in there. So they're going to 
address that. But they are going to be subject to those same rules, requirements that 
any development, any project, anything that's done within this basin. They are not 
getting away with anything. We're still going to hold them to those standards that FEMA 
holds us to. 
MR. FINLEY: I would love more information about the study. My understanding is the 
one that Lemmon Valley currently has is not the first Lemmon Valley Drive. This is one 
what was actually redone and raised to be out of the floodplain, but we're having to do it 
again, is my understanding from people who have lived here a long time. 
MR. SMITH: That the existing Lemmon Drive, that the roadbed that we see today, was 
raised already? I'm not familiar with that. 
MR. FINLEY: That's my concern, that where you're going to disturb precious land that 
we have for everyone to put in a roadway. And I'm concerned about the impact to 
wildlife, and not just during construction, but everything that's going to cross it to get to 
the lake. What if animals get hit more? That's a bigger, harder area for them to cross to. 
It's really sad that we're taking our public lands that are wildlife preserves, and we are 
turning them into roadways that really don't do anything for the community out here. 
You're making us have (inaudible) points and having the same lanes. And none of us 



really, for the most part, live on Lemmon Drive. The roadway being elevated doesn't 
really help us if we can't get to our houses anyway. 
MR. SMITH: Yeah, the existing Lemmon roadbed sits well below the FEMA designated 
floodplain. I'm not familiar with any project. I've only been here about 18, 19 years, so 
something may have occurred before. I will tell you that the existing roadbed is 
substantially below the FEMA designated floodplain. It's not a condition for resiliency. It's 
not a condition that we can continue to put up barriers in the future. As a matter of fact, 
there are not -- we are very sensitive, within our Washoe County community, to make 
sure that access to our communities is preserved during flooding events. We need 
residents to be able to successfully get in and out of their communities to go to work, 
school, church. We need or emergency service providers to be able to have easy and 
quick and safe access into those areas. And that's the focus and the point of this 
project, is to create a situation where people have access, safe access.  And then the 
other benefits that I was talking before with the people that live up on the north of 
Lemmon Drive, not having to come onto a high-speed roadway. Now they are going to 
have a residential street. And connecting in and tying into places that this gentleman 
here had pointed out and asked for at the early meeting to provide those connectivity 
pieces, I mean, I think those are a lot of very of huge pluses.  I'll let Chad speak to the 
environmental pieces, but I think he did a really good job earlier. Those are certainly 
concerns that we all share. 
MS. FINLEY: One of my concerns is that what are you guys are going to do for people -- 
like, I don't live on Lemmon Valley Drive. I live in Lemmon Valley, I don't live on Lemmon 
Valley Drive. Are you guys going to do anything to make us -- like, you're talking about 
our services coming out, if we flood and you live off of Arizona, Nectar, and you're under 
water, how does Lemmon Valley -- I know I've used up my time at this point. 
 

10) MS. McCARTHY: I'm Dorothy McCarthy. I appreciate this opportunity to have this 
information. And I do think there have been some improvements since our last 
meeting with the access to our neighborhoods. And in speaking to Mr. Smith -- I 
was very concerned about the floodplain, the questions that have been raised 
about the environmental impact and so on -- my understanding is that the flood 
area will not change, that they will preserve that and the flooding will be in natural 
way so that, hopefully, it won't have a negative impact on the lake or the wildlife. 
And that's what I was told. Can we get any further reassurance about that, that it 
won't be developed? But that's what I believe at this time, that's what I was told. 

MR. ANSON: One of the biggest priorities of this project is to ensure that we do not call 
for the floodplain out there. We do not want to make it worse because that's one of the 
biggest priorities, make whatever -- whatever we do, we are mitigating our impacts so 
the flooding elevation is not impacted at all by our project. 
 

11) MS. NAPE: My name is Tina Nape, and I'm here with several other people 
tonight because our priority is saving Swan Lake. We feel it is a real gem to 
have. We're with the Lahonton Audubon Society, and very concerned about it, 
and certainly appreciate all of you having similar concerns. I would like to remind 
people, though, that when I first came on with environmental  organization, 
maybe 15, 20 years ago, one of our first projects with funding from the Bureau of 



Land Management was to purchase lands that are now at the bottom of Swan 
Lake. And so there were times when this valley did not have the water, and 
development happened all around it. And I understand that some developments 
are being -- houses are being purchased now. I want to remind you that this was 
dry at times, and without the Bureau of Land Management and the agency, 
Nevada Land Trust, some of this was -- I think there is still one private parcel 
underneath polluted water. 

 
12) MS. POLLARD: Mary Pollard. Swan Lake. Yes, we need keep it. We need to 

make it better. We need to encourage it to be the best it can possibly be. As you 
say "polluted," well, part of that is the water we're currently putting into it. And I 
would love to see that change. I would love to see people be wise enough to say 
-- like we did in Washoe Lake, let's make it a place people want to go for 
recreation. Maybe not go in it, but do other recreation. With a road right there, 
that's not encouraging that. As the one lady who was talking and asking if you 
were going to take care of the old Lemmon Drive, it's sounded like we were going 
to have to do the same maintenance on it we're doing right now, which we would 
have to be maintaining two roads. I hear all this money going down on it. I would 
rather see you, in Lemmon Valley, help Military Road, help them be able to get 
where they need to get faster, easier, without all the accidents they are currently 
having. I drive on Lemmon Valley -- Lemmon Drive, three or four times a day. I 
have not really had bumper-to-bumper traffic. What, a hundred years, we're 
going to have a flood there? You know, we were able to go around it and have 
solutions before, we will again. This is not necessary. 

 
13) MS. DELL: Pam Dell, 38-year resident of Lemmon Valley. I remember a meeting 

late March, 2017, over at O'Brien Middle School where it was brought up that 
there had been in, I think the mid-90s, allocated funds from the government to 
dredge the lake and deepen the lake. And they were going to (inaudible) that, but 
there was no resolve, no answer as what happened to the money that was 
allocated to dredge the lake. So, isn't that something we can take a look at? And 
a hundred years flood, come on, we all know what contributed to the flood in 
2017. It wasn't just the weather. Okay? I think a hundred percent of us agree that 
it wasn't the weather, that that wasn't a hundred percent why Swan Lake got 
flooded. Can you take a look at that and readdress that? That's all I have. 

 
 

14) UNKNOWN SPEAKER: One quick, probably stupid question, but the graphic 
there shows three lanes. It goes into a lane, it goes out of a lane, and a turning 
lane in the middle. Am I correct in assuming that that turn lane is only one of 
other two streets turning in? 

MR. ANSON: That's one of the things that we're going through right now. Definitely with 
that left-turn pocket for you to get access to the cross street, the graphic you see there 
would be if we paved it all, just one big paved area. We are looking at potentials of 
using a raised median island to try to discourage people from jumping over into the 
other lanes, trying to make it safer, or doing an open median. We're doing different 



alternatives there. But you will have about that 16-foot separation between northbound 
and southbound. That will be used as a left-turn lane so you can get out of traffic, 
decelerate, and have time to wait in a safe manner to cross. 
UNKNOWN SPEAKER: Okay. My concern was if it does run the full length, once upon a 
time they did the experience of having an (inaudible) lane in the middle of it. It worked 
out poorly because everybody assumed that the lane was always empty. 
MR. ANSON: Exactly. That's why we're looking at different alternatives there to try to 
improve upon that and what makes sense for that.

Why are they pushing this project so hard? 
Who is benefiting from this project? 
1. The location of the Lemmon Drive is a berm of "Silt" it was either established by 
placing dredged soil from Swan Lake years ago or it is a natural berm built by sands 
of time. Our home has that same silt and we were required to remove that silt an 
extra 2 feet to put in Decomposed Granite and compact it down so the foundation 
would not move. How do you plan on protecting the new road when it's the same 
material as my property? 
a. Look at the current Lemmon Drive from the amount of movement it's like 
riding on the water with a boat, waves. How are you going to avoid the same 
thing with the new road? 
b. It was mentioned putting pilons to assist in the prevention of erosion of the 
new road. How can that be, the Nevada Water Master has reported the water 
table (aquifer) is from 22 to 60 feet below the surface which is all silt. No 
rock or granite until below the aquifer. 
c. To use pilons to support the road they will puncture the aquifer and 
contaminate our drinking water with PFAS and other hazardous chemicals, 
so how is that going to work? 
2. To build a proper road it was mentioned that they would remove some of the silt.
